1. REVISED Conceptual General Plan Land Use Plan 

A follow-up Special Study Session of the City Council and Planning Commission regarding the revised 
conceptual General Plan Land Use Map proposed by the General Plan Advisory Committee (GPAC). 
This is a scoping meeting to review options and each decision making body will be asked to provide 
direction on the plan that should move forward for environmental analysis in accordance with the 
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). This is not a final vote, but a mid-point opportunity to 
provide direction on the land use plan before embarking on the environmental analysis. City staff will 
study the preferred Land Use Plan through a programmatic environmental impact report (EIR) and 
conduct an EIR Scoping Meeting in Spring 2021. The public hearings and actions by each body will 
occur in late 2021 after the EIR has been completed.

By Unanimous consensus, the City Council and Planning Commission recommended that staff move 
forward with a compliant plan, while trying to come up with more solutions to minimize high density 
housing.

SUBJECT: Amendment No. 5 to Contract 18-18 with Psomas in an Amount Not to 
Exceed $743,047 for Project Management, Design Review, and Field 
Observation of Improvements Related to the I-405 Improvement Project 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

On April 5, 2016, City Council approved Cooperative Agreement No. C-5-3613 between 
the Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) and the City of Fountain Valley for 
the I-405 Improvement Project. Per the terms of the Cooperative Agreement, the City has 
a responsibility to review and provide comments on all plans and other submittals related 
to the I-405 Improvement Project promptly to facilitate the OCTA's delivery of the project. 
To ensure that the City can fulfill its responsibility, the City issued a Request for Proposals 
(RFP) on February 14, 2018, to assist with plan design review, field observation, and 
project management for city-owned infrastructure under construction on behalf of the City 
of Fountain Valley as owner's representative. In response to the RFP, the City received 
two proposals. Both proposals were reviewed and ranked. The higher ranked firm, 
Psomas, provided a comprehensive approach to managing and handling all tasks with a 
strong team that has experience on similar type design-build delivery projects.

On April 3, 2018, the City awarded a contract to Psomas. As the I-405 project is expected 
to continue until 2023, the contract with Psomas continues until December 2022; 
however, the structure of the contract is such that the scope of services and the 
corresponding fee will be reviewed annually with amendments to the original contract 
presented to City Council for review and approval. The original contract scope 
encompassed the period from April 4, 2018, through December 31, 2018. The original 
contract, which was billed on a Time and Material basis as needed, was for an amount 
not to exceed $643,452. The expenses incurred by the City for Psomas’ services related 
to the I-405 Improvement Project are 100% reimbursable per the terms of the 
Cooperative Agreement with OCTA, which originally provided $975,000 in funding to the 
City. Psomas’ time spent and corresponding charges were slightly less than anticipated 
monthly which allowed their services to extend beyond December 2018 without need for 
amendment until March 5, 2019.

On March 5, 2019, Council approved Amendment No. 1 to Contract 18-18 for $180,000 
for the period March 2019 through May 2019. In addition, the City was able to secure 
additional funding from OCTA through Amendment No. 3 to the Cooperative Agreement 
between OCTA and the City to provide for additional staffing and consultant resources to 
continue to support the I-405 project. During this time, City Council approved Amendment 
No. 2 to Contract 18-18 on April 30, 2019, with Psomas for $397,748 for June 2019 
through December 2019. On March 17, 2020, City Council approved Amendment No. 3 
to Contract 18-18 with Psomas for $681,954 from January 2020 through December 2020. 
On December 9, 2020, City Manager approved Amendment No. 4 for a time extension 
only from December 2020 through June 30, 2021.

As the Psomas’ scope of services is reviewed on an annual basis with amendments to 
the original contract, Staff is now recommending that the City Council approve 
Amendment No. 5 to Contract 18-18 with Psomas in an amount not to exceed $743,047 
for continued project management, design review, and field observation of improvements 
related to the I-405 Improvement Project for from July 2021 through December 2022.

DISCUSSION:

On April 5, 2016, City Council approved Cooperative Agreement No. C-5-3613 between 
the Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) and the City of Fountain Valley for 
the I-405 Improvement Project. The Cooperative Agreement allows for the I-405 project 
improvements to move forward, memorializes the responsibilities of both the City and 
OCTA throughout the project and upon completion, and provides the financial mechanism 
for the City to receive $975,000 in reimbursement funds for staff time and consultant 
assistance throughout the project. Due to the magnitude of work required for this project, 
which is reflected in the value of Psomas’ original contract and Amendment No. 1, 
amendment of the Cooperative Agreement with OCTA was necessary to provide 
additional funding to cover costs related to the City’s involvement in the I-405 project. City 
staff had initiated those discussions with OCTA in anticipation of the need to amend the 
Cooperative Agreement.

Following a lengthy negotiation process between OCTA project management staff and 
the City’s Public Works staff, an additional $1,985,000 provided by Amendment No. 3 to 
the Cooperative Agreement between OCTA and the City was approved by the OCTA 
Board of Directors on April 8, 2019. The additional funding was critical to allow the City to 
meet its commitment to supporting the project through its anticipated completion in 2023.

Per the terms of the Cooperative Agreement, the City has a responsibility to review, 
provide comments, approve plans and other submittals, field inspect improvements, 
attend field meetings, and many other project demands related to the I-405 Improvement 
Project on time to facilitate the OCTA's delivery of the project. As this project is being 
constructed via a design-build (DB) process, the submittal review process is accelerated. 
Due to inadequate City staffing levels and the volume of work internally to deliver the

City's CIP and handle normal, operating City business, it was identified in early 2018 that 
there would be a need to retain a consulting team to address the I-405 review process. 
To secure a consulting team, a Request for Proposals (RFP) was issued to five reputable 
consulting firms who have a similar experience with this type of workflow and the I-405 
project.

In response to the RFP, the City received two proposals – one from Psomas and one 
from Interwest. Upon review and ranking of the two proposals, Psomas was ranked 
higher. On April 3, 2018, the City awarded a contract to Psomas. As the I-405 project is 
expected to continue until early 2023, the contract with Psomas continues until December 
2022; however, the structure of the contract is such that the scope of services and the 
corresponding fee will be reviewed annually with amendments to the original contract 
presented to City Council for review and approval. The original contract scope 
encompassed the period from April 4, 2018 (while reaching back a few weeks to capture 
reviews that are past due) through December 31, 2018. During this time, Psomas' time 
spent and corresponding charges were slightly less than anticipated monthly which 
allowed their services to extend beyond December 2018 without need for amendment 
until March 5, 2019. The original contract billed on a Time and Material basis as needed 
in an amount not to exceed $643,452. On March 5, 2019, Council approved Amendment 
No. 1 to Contract 18-18 for $180,000 from March 2019 through May 2019. On April 30, 
2019, Council approved Amendment No. 2 to Contract18-18 for $397,748 from June 2019 
through December 2019. On March 17, 2020, City Council approved Amendment No. 3 
to Contract 18-18 with Psomas for $681,954 from January 2020 through December 2020. 
On December 9, 2020, City Manager approved Amendment No. 4 for a time extension 
only from December 2020 through June 30, 2021.

It should be noted that the expenses incurred by the City for Psomas’ services related to 
the I-405 Improvement Project are 100% reimbursable per the terms of the Cooperative 
Agreement, which provided an initial amount of $975,000 in funding to the City; in addition 
Amendment No. 3 to the Cooperative Agreement provided an additional $1,985,000 
where there is currently a remaining balance of $1,204,811.63.

The basic outline of the scope of services is to serve as an extension/augmentation of 
City staff and assist the City, and in some cases take a lead role, with tasks related to the 
I-405 Improvement Project, including:

 Overall project management including being the central clearinghouse for 
submittal reviews and processing

 Attending meetings with and on behalf of the City
 Conducting field reviews and construction observation

o Traffic Management Plan (TMP), detours, and construction-related signal 
timing

o All civil engineering and utility improvements
 Design reviews for the following major areas:

o Civil design including roadway, drainage, grading, and utilities
o Traffic including Traffic Management Plan (TMP), traffic signals, signing & 

striping, traffic control, detour plans, traffic detour, and construction-related 
signal timing plans, implementing and fine-tuning signal timing plans

o Water Quality Management Plans (WQMPs)
o Landscape Elements

As the Psomas scope of services is reviewed on an annual basis with amendments to the 
original contract, Staff now recommends that the City Council approve Amendment No. 
5 to Contract 18-18 with Psomas in an amount not to exceed $743,047 for continued 
project management, design review, and field observation of improvements related to the 
I-405 Improvement Project from July 2021 through December 2022.

The year 2022 is expected to have more construction activity than 2021. The Talbert 
Bridge just completed and opened to traffic on April 17, 2021.  The Ward Bridge was 
demolished on April 24, 2021. The Warner Bridges will be demolished by the end of May 
2021. Magnolia Phase 2-Bridge work is under construction and expected to be completed 
by June 2021. Ward Bridge is expected to be reconstructed by the end of 2022, Phase 1 
of Brookhurst bridge (half) is under construction and is expected to be completed by 
October of 2022, and the second half of Brookhurst Bridge (Phase 2) to be demolished 
and reconstructed between November 2022 and December 2023. Additionally, OC405 
Partners may begin irrigation and landscaping for the completed bridges. New water lines 
are to be relocated through the Ward and Warner Bridges and will need to be inspected 
by our specialty subcontractor for certified welding of pipes. This continued work will 
require the review of improvement plans and changes, traffic control plans, field 
modifications, coordination with OCTA and OC405 Partners, oversight inspection, and 
documentation control for all the improvement work within the City of Fountain Valley.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS: 

All consultant services fees incurred by the City for Psomas’ services related to the I-405 
Improvement Project are 100% reimbursable by OCTA per the terms of Cooperative 
Agreement No. C-5-3613 between the Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) 
and the City of Fountain Valley for the I-405 Improvement Project

The City of Fountain Valley and OCTA  negotiated a total of $2,960,000 available to the 
City for consultant reimbursement.  The current remaining balance of $1,204,811.63, 
providing adequate funds for Amendment No. 5. Future amendments to Psomas’ contract 
can also be accommodated with the existing funding amount provided by OCTA. In 
addition, a portion of Psomas’ time will be charged against the numerous Utility 
Agreements the City also has with OCTA for work related to various water and sewer line 
modifications throughout the City due to the I-405 project.

ATTORNEY REVIEW:

The Attorney for the City has reviewed and approved Amendment No. 5.

ALTERNATIVES:  

Alternative No.1: Approve Amendment No. 5 to Contract 18-18 with Psomas in an 
amount not to exceed $743,047 for project management, design 
review, and field observation of improvements related to the I-405 
Improvement Project from July 2021 through December 2022. This 
is the recommended alternative.

Alternative No. 2: Do not approve Amendment No. 5. This is not recommended as 
retention of the Psomas team is critical to the City in a couple of 
ways. One is that it allows the City to fulfill its responsibility to review 
and provide comments on all plans and other submittals related to 
the I-405 Improvement Project promptly as outlined in Cooperative 
Agreement No. C-5-3613 between the OCTA and the City for the I-
405 Improvement Project. Another is that it ensures that the plans 
and ultimately the construction are being performed to City standards 
and that the City's interests are best represented by providing this 
robust augmentation to support City staff.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council approve Alternative No. 1, which is to approve 
Amendment No. 5 to Contract 18-18 with Psomas in an amount not to exceed $743,047 
for project management, design review, and field observation of improvements related to 
the I-405 Improvement Project for the period July 2021 through December 2022.
